New members are 
always welcome, especially those who 
enjoy learning and performing choral 
music.   

The Choir rehearses weekly and members 
pay a membership fee and a rehearsal fee 
toward week-to-week rehearsal costs 
(conductor, accompanist and venue hire).  

Our choir strives for excellence and 
engages professional soloists and musicians 
for major choral works.

Her repertoire includes classical music, 
contemporary music, jazz, gospel and folk 
music. 

Berta Brozgul joined us in 2019 as pianist / 
accompanist. She is a piano recitalist, 
accompanist, collaborative artist, chamber 
musician, South African born and based in 
Melbourne. 

For many years we rehearsed in Balaclava  
in the City of Glen Eira. In 2020 the choir 
moved to a more suitable rehearsal and 
concert space at St Andrew’s Anglican 
Church, Brighton.
